ARBITRATION BOARD:

All board members have now been elected. Daniel Hahn has been hired to handle intake and administration for the board. Brent has developed a database to track cases and poll for resolutions which is now in beta test. I expect the Board to go live publicly within one or two weeks.

US DOMAIN AUDIT:

IRC PRESTIGE AWARDS:

It is currently extremely difficult to verify prestige awards earned for IRC projects. I will be working to resolve that issue in the near future.  This project has not yet begun.

PRESTIGE REVIEWERS:

Cathryn will be hiring a number of new prestige reviewers for the national team. This process is expected to be complete in November.

OPEN PRESTIGE REVIEWS:

To lock down older totals, particularly in anticipation of the new  iCamarilla system going online, we will begin to offer to perform a  national prestige review to those who wish it. This will begin after  the national review team is fully staffed.
