Q: Is there any word on the status of the GSA, GSTA, AGSA, ect. Prestige?
 It was said some time ago that logs were bring gone through to determine
 which awards were valid.  Nothing has been said since.

Q: I asked a similar question last month in regards to MC and the standards
 and behaviors a member should follow and have to obtain and maintain said MC. Here is the policy I was referred to:

 Is this policy still in place? If we feel that these standards are not
 being maintained, what action can we, as a DC take?
A: The Membership Handbook actually has a better description of the policy.
 Check out page 29, "A Note on Member Class" for details. As a DC, you can
 decline to award a Member Class, subject to appeal of course.

Q: Can the Domain accept donations for "alcoholic" beverages during a game
 of event (To those members who are legal drinking age)?  Reason - We
 would like to offer these beverage (beer, hard lemonade, wine, etc.) in
 very limited quantites, for the enjoyment of our players.  This process
 will allow our Domain to collect donations and also allow us to restrain
 the intake and availability of these beverages. We would also institute
 a rule that the only alchohol that may be consumed is that offered by
 the domain. This will reduce the amount alcohol being consumed (possibly
 adding a "no more than two (2) beverages per person rule).  Please
 advise.
A: I am not aware of a state that does not require a liquor license and/or
 bartender's license to serve alcohol as an organization. As a result,
 I do not advice doing anything that would imply that the Camarilla is
 serving alcohol in any way.

V. Projects

SPECIAL PROJECTS STAFF:
Several applications have been collected to provide a pool of short-term
project people. This will make transition to the national database much
easier, though serious work will be delayed until the new interface comes
online. Project is completed, though the pool will be maintained and
will affect other projects.

COMMUNITIES REFORM:
As part of an effort to rejuvinate the communities services offered by
the Camarilla, the department has been transferred to my office. The
organizational structure has been simplified and flattened, with Niki
Chase remaining on as ANC: Communities with the individual liaisons
reporting directly to her. Further reform may be coming as well. Project
leads are Niki Chase, ANC: Communities and Wes Contreras, NC.

NATIONAL DATABASE:
A revised interface for the national database is in beta testing. When
this goes live, a massive data entry effort will begin to make the
database more useful. Project lead is Brent Cerrato, NTA.

UNIFIED EMAIL ADDRESSES:
Due to heavy focus on the national database, this project is on hold
indefinitely. Someday it will happen.

ST RECOGNITION AWARDS:
A massive list of earned awards during Michelle's tenure as NST has
been obtained and is now being sorted through. We are still seeking to
obtain data from Jason Stafford's tenure.

OPEN PRESTIGE REVIEWS:
New voluntary reviews are once again being accepted. Any log with
prestige awards dating back to 1997 or before (not counting any that
have already been locked at national) may be sent up the chain for
approval as normal. Once they are approved at national, the totals
will be locked. Be sure to include all supporting documentation just
like you would for any other prestige review. Project lead is Pearce
Dreadin, ANC: Prestige.

DOMAIN LISTS:
Each domain without a mailing list on the Camarilla server is being
contacted to try and set one up. At this time the move is optional.
Once we have three months of solid uptime on the Cam server, the move
will become mandatory.
