THIS MONTH'S QUESTIONS:

Q: Is there a timetable for when ST Recognition Awards will be updated?
 I have several members in the Region who are (or have been previously)
 eligible for this award, yet we haven't seen awards for this. What
 can I do to help this along?
A: I anticipate one batch of awards becoming available in the next couple
 weeks. Once that is done, we'll look at what it will take to expand it.
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Q: When are the dates available for NERE?
A: Bids are being accepted for June or July. Contact the National Conventions
 Administrator, Angela Rexwinkle, at queenzul@gmail.com for more details.

Q: If a officer has not renewed on time, does he immediately lose his
 position? If not, how long until he does? If he renews before an
 election can be started for the position, can he retain it?
A: Members have until the end of the month in which they expire to
 renew before being ineligible to participate in games, hold office
 and so forth. Of course, they must still renew prior to the actual
 day of their expiration to earn early renewal prestige.

A: You are allowed to appeal a decision up the chain until it is ruled
 upon by either the Arbitration Board or Camarilla Council. Note that
 this doesn't mean that you should; always consider carefully whether
 an appeal is appropriate.

 The longest possible appeals chain is in the case of a decision made
 by a CC or VST. They are appealed to the appropriate domain officer
 (DC or DST), then to the appropriate regional officer (RC or RST) and
 then to the Arbitration Board.

COMMUNITIES REFORM:
We are compiling a charter for each community with basic information. When
complete, these will be posted to the web site and we will then begin
a campaign to ensure the membership knows of the communities and can take
advantage of what they offer.

NATIONAL DATABASE:
A revised interface for the national database is in beta testing. When
this goes live, a massive data entry effort will begin to make the
database more useful. Project lead is Brent Cerrato, NTA.


EDUCATION DEPARTMENT:
This project is on hold pending more information from Charles Bailey
about what White Wolf wants to see in an education department. Project
lead is Jana Wright, NSA.


FAQ REVIEW:
The FAQ articles have now been reviewed and updated. Project is complete,
though it will likely be repeated in a few months.


UNIFIED EMAIL ADDRESSES:
Due to heavy focus on the national database, this project is on hold
indefinitely. Someday it will happen.


ST RECOGNITION AWARDS:
A batch of awards should be posted within the next couple weeks, then
further progress will be evaluated and a tentative timeline set.


OPEN PRESTIGE REVIEWS:
New voluntary reviews are once again being accepted. Any log with
prestige awards dating back to 1997 or before (not counting any that
have already been locked at national) may be sent up the chain for
approval as normal. Once they are approved at national, the totals
will be locked. Be sure to include all supporting documentation just
like you would for any other prestige review.
