A: Every member who had a membership as of 12/1/05 will have thier

   expiration date extended by three months, including paid and

   trial members. If your membership was going to expire on 1/1/06,

   it will now expire on 4/1/06. If your membership was going to

   expire on 1/1/2025, it will now expire on 4/1/2025. This applies

   to *EVERYONE* who was a member during December when White Wolf

   was hacked and we had extended downtime for our systems. Even

   trial members will have an additional three months added to their

   free trial time.
